Year 1 - Full Time studying Level 2 Foundation Competencies (formerly known as PEO)

Whilst at college you will be expected to attend the college for the hours required to successfully achieve 
your apprenticeship. 
 
You will be automatically enrolled into Norbar’s pension scheme (if eligible) after 3 months’ service.  The 
standard contribution is 5% or 6% which is matched by the Company with an additional ½%.  You can also 
choose a salary sacrifice option.
